SETTING THE STAGE:  Industrialzation stirred ambitions in many European nations.  They wanted more resources to fuel their industrial production.  They competed for new markets for their goods.  As a result many nations looked around the world at other nations as a source of raw materials and as a market for industrial products.  European nations dominated vast areas around the world during the 19th and 20th centuries.  This domination by stronger nations is called imperialism.  Stronger nations dominated the political, economic, and social life of the weaker nations.

"Modern progressive nations lying in the temperate zone seek to control garden spots’ in the tropics. [mainly in Africa, Latin America, and Asia] Under [the progressive nations] direction, these places can yield tropical produce. In return, the progressive nations bring to the people of those garden spots the foodstuffs and manufactures they need. [Progressive nations] develop the territory by building roads, canals, railways, and telegraphs. They can establish schools and newspapers for the colonies [and] give these people the benefit of other blessings of civilization which they have not the means of creating themselves."

The French have immense warships, filled with soldiers and armed with huge cannons. No one can resist them. They go where they want, the strongest ramparts fall before them.
